Editorial Notes:

This edition — transcribed and edited from the earliest known printed source — is set at the original notated pitch. Editorial accidentals are
indicated above the note. Original note values are retained: thus, consistent with 16th-century convention, the & mensuration sign and its
modern-equivalent ' time signature signify a semibreve tactus. Bar lines are added only to aid reading and direction: ‘strong’ and ‘weak’ beats
implied by their position should never take precedence over phrasing or word stress. Ligatures in the source are acknowledged with overarching
square brackets. Word underlay re"ects editorial judgment and is freely adjusted: editorial re-iteration of text not explicit in the source is
indicated in italic. Editorial subdivision of notes, where considered necessary for word underlay, is indicated with parenthesized cue-sized notes.
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
